As you would possibly be aware, many Rotarians 
are working hard on flood relief. Monies have 
been raised to rebuild the Community Centre at 
Murphy’s Creek , plans have been drawn up in 
consultation with the community and the Lockyer 
Valley Council. 

 

The Butter Factory in Grantham  has been 
purchased with a grant and will be refurbished to 
be a Community Centre.  Re-sheeting the inside 
of homes  is continuing in the Ipswich area and is 
about co commence in the Lockyer Valley area.   

 

Many sporting clubs  have been assisted with 
replacing resources lost in the flooding so that 
they can to return to normal sporting fixtures.  

 

Food vouchers  continue to be distributed and 
there seems to be a continuing need for this 
assistance. Fencing is of a high need   and clubs 
would have received information asking for 
manual assistance.  

 

White goods  have been purchased and 
distributed, as has bedding. The many shoe 
boxes of love  have been distributed and further 
need still arises.  

 

Sincere thanks to Rotarians and organisations  
who have assisted with donations of monies and 
goods and also to the many Rotary Clubs and 
organisations who have raised much needed 
funds.
